Reporting to the Youth Residential Coordinator and/or Team Leader, Youth Workers are part of a team and responsible for 
the following: 

o Providing guidance, support and supervision to residents 
o Dealing with routine and crisis situations 
o Maintaining a creative and sensitive approach in meeting the needs of the residents 
o Providing a positive role model for the residents 
o Attending to the day to day needs of the program 
o Attending regular staff meetings 
o Completion of all documentation and case notes
